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CONTEMPORARY RELEVANCE OF
LIFE LONG LEARNING

Life long education implies the education which
continues from womb to tomb. The very importance of the
intake of knowledge can be seen in our past, present and
future activities. In this 21st century of revolutionary
changes, but with lot of social problems, a meaning full
process like iifelong education become significant and a
necessity.

The basic idea behind the term lifelong leaming
is simple. It is deliberate learning that can and should occur
throughout each person's life time. This very view ancient
writings and was seen emphasized in the works in earfier
European Educational Theorists such as Comenius and
Matthew Arnold. This very term was appeared in English
language writings about 75 years ago and many of the
main contemporary ideas about life long education were
stated immediately after the Second World War. Since about
1970's the idea has been the object of intense aftention
resulting in a floor of conferences and publications along
with the calls for its implementation from politicians'
educationalists and industrialists. Simply its can be stated
as any education which we purposefully do with the
intension of gaining knowledge or out of interest after
attaining a preliminary knowledge.

Lifelong education varies its meaning in different
contexts. In western countries this term is mainly assoclated
with the linking of learning and work. It clarifies the idea
that job acquired through education is not an énd of leaming
and the learning should be continued even in the working
period with precisions like paid educational leave, recurrent
education or open learning. Another idea behind this
lifelong education is that it is a Utopian idea whose main
function is stimulating people to think critically about
learning. Another way of looking at lifelong education is to
regard it as a rationalization of a number of existing trends
which Is a contemporary educational theory and practice.
Litelong learning can also be seen as a useful device for
bringing together under a common heading a number od
idas in practices.
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Today we are lively experiencing knowledge
explosion. Gaining knowledge has become a need along
with a thing a status. The modern age faces many
problematic conditions relating to the individual and
society. As far as the individual is concerned the most
affective problem is the decline of personal development
which includes emotional intellectual and spintual arena
Another problem is related to wider concepts like sociery
region/country when the economic, eudcational and
cultural areas are concerned.

Lifelong learning in its literary meaning is not S0
much possible. Education is a process dealing with the
vast and increasing field of knowledge. A man cannol
acquire all the knowledge within his life time. As knowledge
gives man prosperity according 1o its quantity, it never
become rusty. The man, through him, another generation
will be granted for this. But the process of learning is
with an acquirement of a job among the common pecplé.
they work only for getting a lively hood sacrificing their own
potential abilties. In their retirement life they spent the¥
time in boredom and low productivity. They indirectl
become a birfiden to the society and feels oneself Wit
pessimistic approaches. Life, for them becomes only fof
youth, the very life of them continue mechanically.

Even in the modemized period of great changes:
there are many under developed countries which suffé’
unemployment, provery and economic culturd!
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aducational lack age, which kinder their initiative to
progress. The eudcational crisis according to Coombs
has been facing a crisis since the last 1960's. These critical
aducational challenges affect not only highly industrialized
westem European and North American societies but also
all nations. another criteria which was again cited was the
social inequalitites in the field of higher education which
demands @ much more eomprehensive, flexible and
innovative educational strategies in the coming two
decades. The important crisis in the present educational
field are-changed leaming needs (more people want to
leam different things), problems of financing (reduced
funding, demands for more effective use of resources0,
increased concern about democratization, a need for
harmonizing education and culture, peace and

preservation of the ecosystem etc.

The relation between quality of life, development
and education are inteactive in nature. Education influence
development and is inturn influenced by developmet.
McClusky made a connection between change and
ligfelong leaming in a particularly succession way, point
out that continuous change requires continuous leamning.
Lifelong leaming requests the people to change which is
rapid and sweeping both for their own well being and for
that of the societies in which they like earlier models of
education, most deliberate leaming was supposed to occur
in childhood and youth and most leaming in the adult years
was expected to be of the everyday kind however such
models are based on the idea that adulthood is simply a
time for reapplying aid leaming.

The relevance of continuing education or lifelong
education helps to solve the boredom of adulthood making
them think that they are personally important in society
with their unfailing and still prevailing skills. These
programmes of education make their wide experience
more valuable and helpful for future generation. It makes
them live happily with of education which are provided to
the youth are not suffieient for the adult people. If we find
out the proper and appropriate pattemns of leaming for them
we can make the adulthood more significant and thereby
improving the quality of life of the people, region and their
culture itself.

Unlike the olden days, now it is not a big thing to
gain knowledge. Our society has realized the importance

and has now provided different means to acquire

knowldege. any motivated person who was detained or
was unable to continue his education at his education
levels has been now given opportunity to do so in the same
field ot the field which he finds intersting. This has shifted
to a level of his need. Lifelong education enables a person
to cope up with his chaning society. a variety of facilities
are given in the form of correspondence courses, open
universities orientaion courses, seminars in-service
courses refresh course workshope etc. These are some
of the most effective means of lifelong learning.

Lifelong leaming serves its duty as a promoter of
national development. It helps for the cultural setting,
economic set-up philosophical through and religious
mooring. Lifelong leaming serves as the guideing principle
for reforming education at all levels and in all countries. It
has been spelt out in terms of its implications for schooling,
teacher training and adult education. It truly is apolicy that
offers special opportunities to achieve quality and self
actualization.

Lifelong learning is a device for helping people to
find patterns of life that satisfies their social, emotional and
aesthetic needs even rapidly evolving society. It increases
the mutual understanding between the youth and the old
even in the emotional atatus. Lifelong education may offer
special prospects technologically less developed nations.
Such societies often have a pressing need for for
modernizaion in concrete areas such as healthcare,
primary and secondary production as well as in social
philosophy and values such as Dmocratization, human
rights and the like. Many of these nations were subjected
to exploitation by colonial powers, especially the
exploitation of natural resources.

It is obvious that a great deal of leaming will be
necessary for the process of modemization to occur. Unless
those who are already beyond scgool age are to be
discarded as a dead wood, this will mean not only
education of children but also education beyond school
age-lifelong education. For the leaming that takes place
to lead to democracy, self determination in environmental
responsibility, it is essential that it is guided by principles
such as concern for the general good and not by narrow
selfinterest. In short, lifelong leaming turns to be the system,
the goal and the result.
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- Effective Teaching:
Aspects and Techniques

Is teaching an art or science? First of
all, let us try to understand what teaching is.
Teaching is basically communication-
communication of a subject material to the
students. According to Rao and Reddy [1], the
communication of information of the subject
material is the principal duty of a teacher. The
subject material consists of the factual
knowledge and application of this knowledge.
A simple statement of the textbook material in
defferent forms with a number of illustration
may result in poor transmission resulting in
poor learning efficiency.

Figure 1: The box between the students and
teacher is the communication gap.

The effective communication requires
clear presentation of the subject content ina
language that the students can understand, Here
the language is not only words (theexplicit
meaning), but also the implicit meaning these
words convey. Hence, for effective teaching,
the implicit meaning for the two participants
have to be very close to each other or in other
wor-ds a4 communication gaps would be
minimum.

According to Gilbert Highey [2],
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teaching is more of an art. Human emotions
are present in teaching and learning. Formal or
mechanical relationship between humans is
very cold. Gilbert Highet, in emphasising the
importance of human involovement, goes to the
extent that the scientific teaching of even
scientific subjects will be inadequates as long
as both teachers and pupils are human beings.
He compares teaching to more of a process
like painting a picture or planting a garden rather
than inducing a chemical reaction. In my view
science of teaching lies in organising the
content, lectures etc, whereas the art lies in
conveying, presenting, transmitting and
transferring it to the students. Teaching and
learning go hand in hand. In fact the processes
of learning and teaching together fulfil the aim
of education-the more efficient these
porocesses the better the aim of education s
achieved. Therefore, the teaching is not
effective if the students have not learnt-
whatever the reasons may be.

The present essay discusses the
following aspects related to teaching and
learning:
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Teacher -student relationship as an
essential feature of effective teaching

Effective teaching techniques-
expoOsItory VErsus inquiry

Learning-the end result of teaching-
factors influencing learning

Preparing for teaching-the application.

Teacher-Student Relationship:

Highet [2] has discussed some of the
greatest teachers in the history including Jesus,
Socrates and Plato. He also discussed the close
relationship/association between the teacher
and the disciple. A similar association and
relationship is seen in ancient Indian between
the master and the disciple. In ancient India,
the students were admitted to the Gurukuls, the
nome or the teacher, where they live with the
teacher and learnt. Even the princes came and
stayed with the Rishis, Seers and Munis to
learnt. Hindu spiritual knowledge is contained
in the form of Upanishad. The word Upanishad
actually means sitting at the feet (a gesture of
respect and closeness) of the master [3]. The
Nobel Prize winner, Rabinder Nath Tagore also
believed in the more human relationship
between teacher and student [4] when he started
his Institute ‘ Shanti-niketan’- a house filled with

Marian Franklin (Teaching Strategies [ 5] states
very clearly the effect of this relationship on

Some teachers are great.

They put bandage on my hurt, on my
heart, on my mind and on my spirit.

Those teachers cared about me and let
me know it.

They give me wings.

It was fortunate enough to have such
relationships myself with some of my teachers.
In one incident, I was quite frustrated, as | was
stuck with a problem in my Master’s research
program in Chemical Engineering. My teacher
told me, ‘I do not know much about
programming and the mathematical techniques,
however, youn came to my place, we will sit
together, and you explain to me the problem’. |
felt very touched with the teacher’s care and
attitude. It gave me lot of confidence and made
me feel that I could discuss with him freely.
The formal barrier was eliminated. In another
case, | know of, a very good student, when
continuously received discouraging comments
from a difficult-to-approach teacher without
providing time to explain, was forced to change
the course of her studies. Thus emotions are
important in teacher-student relationship.
These can influence the life of a student
significantly.

Teaching Techniques

All teaching techniques must result in
improveing communication with students, The
student teacher communication can be viewed
very much like radio communication. The
studentsn can be viewed as the receivers set at
some frequency range with little tuning calibre,
where as a transmitter can be viewed as a
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teacher. For effective teaching, the teacher
must be able to guage the frequency range of
the receivers and to develop these receivers for
a wider range of reception. This is only
possible if a teacher receives signal from
students accordingly adjust his teaching-
interactive teaching. The teacher can improve
his teaching by increasing interaction with
students and improving communication as
shown in Figure 2.

One important difference between a
successful teacher and a poor teacher is the
methods/techniques and materials they use in
creating clearer communication, and thereby,
interest in the subject. Methods used by good
teachers in interactive teaching include

discussions, inquiry-posing interesting
questions, group work, humour etc. Amongst
the different types of material are - several
different books, handouts, audio-visual help,
interactive computer programs, web sites. A
poor teacher may just use direct delivery of
his lectures and presenting his course content
very religiously without adjusting his level to
that of the students, In changing times the non-
interactive learning and learning and teaching
is becoming less popular. It is very important
to interrupt the one-way teaching/learning (if
that cannot be avoided for instance in case of
explaining long derivations) with frequent
intermission of some anecdote [6].

This requires teachers to be mindful of the
student’s calibre. Ellen Langer [7) has discussed
the mindfulm attitude or approach towards
teaching. This approach has three

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characteristics: continuous creation of
connections to new knowledge, opennes to new
information and an implicit awareness of more
than one perspective. This type of mindful
approach to teaching is only possible by
applying interactive teaching skills consisting
of questions, inquiry and discussions [8]. The
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teachers with mindful attitude turn passive
students into active learners.

Most of the teaching techniques can be
divided into two categories: expository or
instructional or passive teaching (passive here
means one-way or non-interactive) and
interactive teaching. Normal lectures that fall
into the domain of expository or instructional
teaching cause boredom to most of the
students. An alternative technique is ‘Inquiry’.
It is also reffered to in the literature as
discovery, problem solving, reflective or
inductive teaching. Different types of teaching
techniques set a defenite environment in the
classroom. Expository teaching develops an
environment of repetition, whereas, inquiry
techniques develop an environment conducive
to thinking and creative thinking [9].

Some of the most important ancient

Greek teachers such as Socrates, Aristotle and
Plato were all masters of this technique (Orlich
et al [5]. This mode of teaching involves a
student fully as theydiscover new knowledge
with a sense of achievement. The method of
guided inquiry or problem solving had been the
techniques in Ancient Indian teaching tradition
and in the present Sufi traditions as well. The
teacher poses one question after another to lead
the disciple to arrive at the truth [3]- a sort of
guided inquiry.

In interactive teaching, the use of posing
questions is an important strategy. The
sequence of questions and types of questions
(eg fact level question or high level question)
play an important role. It is essential to have

- 81 )
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some high level questions to promote/stimulate
thinking and evaluation. Orlich et al [5] have
reviewed this subject in detail. Questioning is
also important in terms of allowing students
an opportunity to express their opinions and
ideas. In a student survey questioning was found
to be vital in interactive learning. The more
questions a student asks, the higher is the
probability for the question to be of higher
level. Students become more involved in the
classroom when they are encouraged to ask
questions. This results in two-way
communication.

Orlich at al [5] summarise more than a
century’s research on questioning and inquiry
in the following way:

Questions is a univerasal teaching
strategy.

Systematic and logical questioning
tends to improve student learning

A written plan with a key question will
provide structure and direction to the lesson.

Questions should be adapted to the
students’s level of ability.

A number of educators have concluded
that questioning especially the quality of
questions is one of the most essential aspects
of teaching. The basic questionig categories
are:

(1) Convergent questioning - lower
level or fact questions,

(2) divergent questions - invoking
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several responses leading to discussions, and

(3) evaluative questions, To keep the
encouragement of students in responding, a
teacher must always be encouraging and not
i 5y

Regarding the role of inquiry in
teaching, Arthur W. Combs [10] states, ‘No
matter how well the subject matter presented,
it will have no effect upon the system until the
teacher has become personally involved in the
learming process. Leaming is not passive. Itis
an active process requiring a personal
commitment by either responding to questions
or by asking questions, the teaching is not
effective.

An implicit aim of education is also to
develop a quality of critical thinking developing
an inquiring mind. The technique of inquiry is
based on a sequence of cause and effect. So
obviously to teach thinking, the teacher
themselves have to plan and sequence. Sucha
technique is also called inquiry. The technique
can be explained briefly in one sentence ‘1
wonder what would happeniif.............7" Itis
important to learn different type of inquiry
techniques. Two different types of Inquiry
techniques have been discussed here.

where a lecturer presents the principles of the
subject, followed by a tutorial where the
students practise the application of the
knowledge they are taught.

This
technique, in extreme, becomes a set of boring
monotonous lectures followed by tutorials.
Also the students are asked to derive
corollaries from the given facts and principles.

Inductive Inquiry Models: Introduction
or inductive inquiry is defined here as a thought
process where one is made to conclude some
generalisations from a number of facts, events,
objects or processes. Itis a technique in which
a teacher presents a set of data onimaﬁalmd
then asks the students to infer a ouncluliw.
This technique requuesmmthinhngonmﬁ
part of the student inn order to find pattern in
the data set.

There are several types of inductive
inquiry models: Guided and Unguided Inquiry,
Problem Selying and Suchman Model of
Inquiry Stﬁﬁnli. All these techniques are

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PSYCHOTHERAPEUTIC METHODS

Trealment of human ailmenls through the
relationship effect which one person has on another is
as old as the human race. Long before man discovered
therapeutic agents in the physical environment, ha was
aware that the interaction of one individual with another
could influence the feeling of well-being and affect the
course of disease. There are many techniques used for
the treatment of human ailments. Infact, Psychotherapy
was probably the first form of treatment.

Literally speaking, Psychotherapy means
“treatment of the mind™. Psychotherapy is a form of
treatment for problems of an emotional nature in which
a trained person deliberately establishes a professional
relationship with a patient with the object of removing,
madifying or retarding existing symptoms, of mediating
disturbed patiemns of behaviour, and of promoting positive
personality growth and development (Wolberg, 1954),

The most acceptable definition of Psychotherapy
is the treatment of emaotional or personality disorders
by psychological means® Although many different

Process of Psychotherapy :-

In Psychotherapy, role of the therapist is that
of stimulus guide, and support in the patient’s efforts to
find a better and less “emotional” adjustment 1o his
problem. Here, the feelings' of the patient must be
expressed in order to discover the cause of the
maladjustment. These feelings are "analyzed® inorder

*Transference” tends to develop in which the patient
transfers his feelings of hatred or love for other lowards
the therapist. For recovery, these feelings must be
modified and redirected. Then “the new behaviour to
replace the old habits, attitudes, feelings and

interpretations is predicled until the old handicapping
behaviour pattams no longer are dominant

In Psychotherapy stage one is the presentation
of the problem, complaint or symptom which is projecied
outward into the relationship as "object” or "it". The
Psychotherapist responds fo the presentation largely
with silence and other relationship techniquas so that
the client can gradually “take his projection back” to
make it not more "subject” or part of "me”. That Is,
client awara of his need.

Second stage is the eslablishing need and
overcoming resistance. Here, the main tharapeutic
problem is handling “resistance”, the protective and
defonsive function of personality,

The personality structure of the clienl at the
beginning of the process is indicated in figure given

below.

The client has a strong defensive wall which often
makes it difficult for him to react spontaneously to the
psychotherapist. His anxiety about the process is often
so strong that his defensive systems are mobilized to
pravent the tapping of deeper feelings too soon

Stage three, expressing feelings and clarificabons
and elaboralion of tha problem, is reached in the ego
system. When the problem is more intellectuakzed and
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elaborated through clarification and interprative
techmique Al this point the counsaling process shados
into the psychotherapeutic process, since tha next
staga. o, explaining sell-systom with doepaer feelings,
values and unconscious malerial. Here again,
peychotherapeutic counselling shades into deap
psychotherapy. Since stage 5 (deep feelings explored)
involves core system and inner-dafense systam with
thair more ngid defanses & more intense feelings. Hare
psychotherapists use diffarent methods.

Siage six is the “working - through® slep towards
Insight. Here, tha real work of the process takes place
n the form of changing altitudes, towards self and
others. Next stage , insight, is further working through
al the ego-system level, whaere insight and
understanding are consolidated and translated into plan
ol action. Here, personal counseliing or moderata
psychotherapy takes place.

During stages 6 & 7 there is an increasing
awarenass of both the subjective and objective nalure
of the personal material in such a way that some can
be projected as "non self” and some retained as parl of
the “salf™

For the material to be externalized further as
‘nonsell there is stage B in which externalization
procass is complate. An example of an exiernalized
feelings would be inferiority. Al the end of the client
sees himsell as a confident person and projects
outwards as “it” or “non self” his former salf-regarding
charactenstic of inferiority.

The goals of supportive methods are the
alleviation of symptoms without a change in basic
personality structure.

Directive methods including reassurance,
suggestion, advice, reasoning, maotivational procedures
aic. In there, the therapist or counselior takes a very
active role and attempts to modify patterns of behaviour
by direct intervention.

Nature of desensitization is frequent exposure lo a
stimulus may cause it lo lose its potency by familiarity
of negalive adaptation. It enables the client 1o move
closer to the heart of significant problems which he had
Previously avoided because of fear

Ventillation& verbal cathasis is effective therapy
when a disturbed person is able to verbalize his feelings,

gains confidence in the Psychiatrist, because of his
tolerance & understanding, more fundamental desires
and traumatic experiences may come to light. Poison -
pen therapy is a term which has been used to describe
the writing of angry letters,

Counselling can be successfully handled by the
therapist who helps the patient analyse an immediately
present external problem of relationship. Ha then offers -
constructive suggestions for the salving of this problem.
Such procedures do not generally consider matiers of
unconscious conflict. They deal with here & now. When
conflicts are clear and are on or close to the conscious
surface of thought directive techniques may after
immalure behaves in a comparatively short period of
time. In directive therapy, the therapist takes an active
role. In non - directive therapy the major responsibility
is placed on the client and the therapist may simply try

to help him clarify and understand his feelings and
values.

Passivity, resl, inactivity and reduction of tension
through change of environment have been found of valua.
The removal of an anxious, tense, soldier from the field
of compact for a few days to a rest camp may permit

sufficiant self - restoration to enable his return to active
duty.

Exercises of the various muscle groups which teach
a patient how to relax his entire body, while ordinarity
considered symptomatic rather than etiological
treatment, never the less can be very, beneficial, Thesa

approach external progressive relaxation have been
found effective in dealing with neurotic type disorders.

Reductiva therapy is tha conditionad reflex method.
New responsas are provided for old stimuli. The new
response is a substitute for the former unsatisfactory
responsea. The pafient is given a new way of looking al
his maladjustment and a definite remedial programme

The rehabilitated patient may be placed in a more
favourable environment which may make for affeclive
adjustment. This technique widely used in social service.

The Chemotherapy, chemicals are used in the
treatment of abnormal behaviour. Major types of drugs
used in Chemotherapy are anti psychatic drugs, anti
anxiety drugs and anti deprecsent drugs

Other physical methods which have
psychotharaputic affacts include the lremedvmg of
physical dafects by plastic surgery The individual who
has been rejected by associales because of a physical
defect of facial ugliness may find a greal changa in his
soclal acceptance when thesa have been altered

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Occupational therapy and recreational activities :
The value of social activities, basket weaving, making
wather products, painting or working around the hospital
s 10 give the patient something lo occupy his mind. So
~a may fantasy, worry and introspect less and become
mvolved In some ongoing activity which may lead him
*, pursuits which bring him to a more realistic problem
«2iving atfitude.

Participation in the arts, such as music, danca,
painting and sculpture, is a good sublimating device
Art and music therapy provide non threatening situations
in which patients can shara their feelings and release
nnar lansions.

Art therapy involves free slyle activities such as
finger pointing, drawing elc. Thase are encouraging
spontsneous exprassion, building rapporl by
encouraging interaction with other participants,
facilitating the expressions of inner feelings and
exploring saif-parcaptions.

Aggressive bahaviours can be rented through the
music activites such as dancing, playing drums, singing
* acton songs sic. In addition to engaging these activites
the patiants can talk or write about the feelings elicited
by certain types of music or about musical content.

Omer types of supportive techniques include Bibiio
therapy (through reading articles) group therapy,
rabgious therapy (partcipation in church or other
religious aclivibes) elc.

Il. Raconstructive therapies are the procedure which
sacure relief of symploms indirectly by significally
reorganiang the patent’s basic attitude towards himsalf
znd his personality interaction with others. Such a
process occurs in a close interpersonal relationship with
the therapist

Reconstructive theraples involve psychanalytic
tharapy, chent centred therapy play, therapy, gestalt
therapy. transactional analysis.

Psychonanalysis (developed by Freud) deals with
unconscious mind of tha patient and is based on the
assumption that individual has to repress many desires
due ko social and personal restrictions. These repressed
cesies are dragged Into unconsclous and spoil the
bahawviour of the indvidual. The main objective of this
tharapy Is 1o relax the blocked emotional fealings and
to strength the ago of the patient to face life situations
in a realistc way Freud used some special methods
for this such as free association, dream analysis,

Neo-Freudians modified Freud's psychoanalytic
therapy. Most of them gave more emphasize on the
individual's current inlerpersonal relationships and life
situations and less on his childhood experiences.

Cliant centred therapy (Carl Gogers) is based on
the belief that all human beings have desire and capacity
to achieve their full potential. The primary objective is
self-realization. Here. the therapist provided
unconditional positive support, which is meant to help
clients develop a positive sense of self-worth.

Play (release) therapy was originated by Levy. This
technique is used to modify behavour of small children
who are emotionally disturbed. Because young children
hawve difficulty in verbalising their problems, it is easier
for them to act out their concerns using dolls and other
toys, which can symbolyze troubling people or events
in their lives. The goal of play therapy is to help children
learn how to exprass and copl with their problems.

Transactional Analysis (TA) was developed by Erie
Berne. This is based on the nation that our personalities
are composed of three "ego states” - child, adull and
parent - which corresponds very roughly to Freud's id,
ego and super ego.

Cur parent is that part of our behaviour which we
have incorporated from our own parents or from other
parental modals. Our child is that part of us which is a
carryover from our childhood feelings. The adult in each
of us s that part of us which processes information

rationally and approximately for the present unique sat
of circumstlances.

In TAthe therapist analyzes the interactions among
group members and helps the participants understand
the ego states in which they are communicating with
each ather. Therapist explain the client's behaviour to
him using the information obtained from their
communication. Then, therapist tries to keep the client
in the present time frame while eliciting a commitment
lo some action. Here, the clients begin to appreciale
their own value in the therapeutic progress. TA helps
them to develop self -confidence.

Inshort, most reconstructive therapists also contain
supportive elements, These help the individual in the
process of integration and better adjustment in the
society. Earlier therapists exphasized on psychoanalytic
techniques. But later, they emphasis on the use of
behaviour therapy in modifying maladaptive
behaviours and on the humanitic existential theraples
in fostering self understanding and personal growih
whereas the new emphasis on interpersonal and
encounter group therapies.
