A Blood Donation Camp was organized by BNV College of Teacher Education, 

Thiruvallam, in collaboration with PRS Hospital, Killipalam, BNV Service Squad, 

and Pamphilos the Alumni Association of the college, was successfully conducted 

on August 20, 2025, as part of an IQAC initiative.

With the 

dedicated support of the Program Coordinator, Mr. Nadeem Surfid N., all 

arrangements for the camp were made effectively.   

The medical team comprised two doctors, four staff nurses, five blood bank 

technicians, and three coordinators from PRS Hospital, Killipalam, who ensured 

the smooth functioning of the camp. Refreshments were provided to all donors as 

a token of appreciation.   

The camp concluded successfully by 12:30 p.m., after which the hospital team 

departed post-lunch. The event stood out as a meaningful initiative, instilling in 

students the spirit of social responsibility, compassion, and service to humanity.
